Motorcycle and scooter enthu-
siasts and rider organizations worldwide
encourage their members to ride to work
on this day, and the event has also been
recognized by proclamation
by over one hundred Amer-
ican cities.

Motorcycle
and scooter riders seek improved
employer recognition and support for
this form of transportation, and more
public and government awareness of the
positive value of riding.
